WIE - MA and PhD Funding 2012-13
MA and PhD/EdD Funding 

To be eligible for any funding or scholarship, you must hold a conditional or an unconditional University of Warwick study offer.

ESRC*, AHRC, Chancellor’s Scholarship (formerly known as WPRS), Chancellor’s International Scholarship and others deploy an on-line application system which will require input from supervisors and the have the option of uploading references on-line.  *It is not yet clear whether ESRC is applied for in this way, please contact the department.

All competitions open on August 1st 2011 and close on January 31st 2012.  These competitions are for doctoral study commencing in October 2012 and are also open to doctoral student who are in their first year of study.


ESRC competition deadline 31st January 2012 


ESRC Competition is open to Home/EU students.  It offers full payment of fees plus a maintenance grant (the maintenance grant will not be available in full to EU students who have not been resident in the UK less than three years by April 2012).  Applications are made through the online doctoral study application form – when you reach the Finance section of the form you should select that you wish to fund your study with a scholarship or studentship then the relevant application pages will open to you (even though the system may state they are closed).  The deadline for applications for ESRC awards is 31st January 2012. NB You must notify Louisa Hopkins if you wish to be considered for ESRC since the nominations are made by the department.

WIE has a quota of the 27 available awards to make, hence all applicants should register their interest through the WIE in the first instance. Those selected to enter the competition will then complete the ESRC joint electronic submission (J-es) form with WIE. Any student who has already applied for a scholarship will automatically be considered for the WIE ESRC awards.

It is open to Full or Part time students

It is for 2012-2013 entry

The deadline to apply on the online doctoral study form is 31st January 2012.

If advanced quantitative methods are to be used, a further £3,000 above the grant will be awarded

The Chancellor’s Scholarship opens on 1st August 2011 and closes 31st January 2012.  There are some awards that offer home/EU fees and a maintenance grant and some that offer home/EU fees only


The Chancellor’s Scholarship competition is open to Home/EU and Overseas students.  It offers payment of home/EU fees and sometimes a maintenance grant similar to that of the ESRC.  Overseas students will need to consider how they will make up the difference between home and overseas fees if they are successful in their application. The application form is the combined doctoral study and scholarship form. When the applicant checks the ‘scholarship’ or ’studentship’ box in the Finance section of the application form, for method of funding study at Warwick, the scholarship application pages will be accessible. Those who applied for study before the August 1st 2011, or who are in their first year of doctoral study, may still apply using a separate form.  Please read the details further down.

Chancellor’s Scholarship is open to Full or Part time students

It is for 2012-13 entry

Applicants must hold an offer at WIE (it can be a conditional offer)

Chancellor’s Scholarship is for MPhil/PhD/study only and students who are in their first year of PhD study can also apply


The Chancellor’s International Scholarship opens on 1st August 2011 and closes 31st January 2012.  This is for PhD applicants wishing to commence in 2012-2013.  


The Chancellor’s International Scholarship is open to International students only.  It offers payment of home/EU fees and a maintenance grant similar to that of the ESRC.  The application form is the combined doctoral study and scholarship form. When the applicant checks the ‘scholarship’ or ’studentship’ box in the Finance section of the application form, for method of funding study at Warwick, the scholarship application pages will be accessible. Those who applied for study before the August 1st 2011, or who are in their first year of doctoral study, may still apply using a separate form.  Please read the details further down.

Chancellor’s International Scholarship is open to Full or Part time students

Applicants must hold an offer at WIE (it can be a conditional offer)

Chancellor’s International Scholarship for MPhil/PhD/applicants only 


AHRC competition deadline 31st January 2012


AHRC Competition is open to Home/EU students.  It offers full payment of fees plus a maintenance grant (the maintenance grant will not be available in full to EU students who have not been resident in the UK less than three years by April 2012).  Applications are made through the combined online doctoral study and scholarship application form – when you reach the Finance section of the form you should select that you wish to fund your study with a scholarship or studentship then the relevant application pages will open to you (even though the system may state they are closed).  It is important that your proposal is relevant to the themes under consideration by the AHRC – these include Film Studies and TV studies, English Language and Literature, History, History of Art, Architecture and Design, Philosophy.  Proposals on religion, for example, would need to be considered under ‘philosophy’.  The deadline for applications for AHRC awards is 31st January 2012. NB You must notify Louisa Hopkins if you wish to be considered for AHRC since the department will then ensure that your proposal is considered in the competition.


Applications through the combined study and scholarship online application form and by students who applied for study before August 1st 2011 or who are in their first year of study


New applicants for doctoral study and scholarship applying on or after 1st August 2011 for admission to Warwick: 
Whilst completing your online admissions application form, you will come to the 'Finance' section where you are asked how you will be funding yourself at Warwick. You should select 'scholarship' from the options. The form will then ask whether you wish to apply for a postgraduate research scholarship at Warwick. You should select 'yes' and an additional section will then appear where you can make your scholarship application. You should fill in this section carefully, possibly consulting the academic department for advice if appropriate to your discipline (you can save and return to the form as often as you wish before submitting.) WIE strongly advise you to seek departmental advice from your supervisor and the Research Office before submitting your application, because the proposal you submit and the details you offer will be the ones considered by the Chancellor Scholarships and awards committee.  There is not an opportunity to add to it or change it.
When you are satisfied, you should submit this form, which acts as application both for admission and for the scholarship, and then submit your supporting documents via the Postgraduate Admissions upload page to which you will be directed by automated email after your application form is submitted. Your referee will be automatically emailed with a reference request directing him or her to a similar upload page; this request will note that you are applying for a scholarship. All documents will be shared with the Postgraduate Admissions Office. 
New applicants for doctoral study and scholarship who have applied before 1st August 2011 for admission to Warwick. 
From 1st August 2011 when the competition opens, you will be directed to an online scholarship application form, separate to the admissions application form you have already completed. After accessing this form, you will also be shown a link to a page for uploading supporting documents for your scholarship application.
This amalgamation of admission and scholarship application forms represents a change of process to previous years. 
Current Warwick doctoral students in the first year of study:
From the opening of the competition on 1st August 2011, you will be directed to an online application form for WPRS, separate to the admissions application form. After accessing this form, you will also be shown a link to a page for uploading supporting documents for your WPRS application.
