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Note on Eligibility for WPRS and Chancellor’s International Scholarships for students
in the School of Law


Under the Law 1+2 programme, students who achieve a distinction standard in the taught elements of their Master’s degree may be invited by the School to transfer their registration to the PhD towards the end of their first year of postgraduate registration. Final acceptance onto the PhD will normally be conditional on students achieving a distinction in their dissertation/upgrade document.

Chancellor’s International Scholarships

Students enrolled on the 1+2 programme may not apply for a Chancellor’s International Scholarship.

Warwick Postgraduate Research Scholarships

All students in their first year of postgraduate study (i.e. their Master’s year) whom the Law School predicts will transfer on to the PhD on the 1+2 programme towards the end of their first year may apply for a two-year WPRS. Such applications for a WPRS award must be made in the first-year of postgraduate study.

Students in their second year of postgraduate registration on the 1+2 programme may not apply for a WPRS award.

To apply for a WPRS award, students should apply through the competition for WPRS awards organised by the Graduate School each year, using the Graduate School’s scholarship application form, not the amalgamated Postgraduate Admissions application form. 
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
