SAFETY ALERT - BEKO Frost Free Fridge Freezer 
It has been in the news recently that a number of incidents across the UK, which involved certain models of BEKO branded frost free fridge freezers.  The incidents concerned the defrost timer (located at the base of the fridge freezer near the compressor) which had failed.  This failure results in the defrost timer overheating to the extent that it has the potential to cause a fire. The table below lists the affected models.

Please check for BEKO fridge freezers in your department ASAP.  If any of these models are found at work, please report the location, model and serial number of the appliance via the online University Incident Reporting system at http://www2.warwick.ac.uk/services/healthsafetywellbeing/incidents/ 
To minimise the fire risk from an affected appliance please relocate any stored items to an alternative unit, turn off the appliance and label it as not to be used.  The Health and Safety Department will then follow up with details of the remedial action.
please note that not all units with these model numbers are affected - only those manufactured in certain years -  and so it is necessary to provide  the serial number of the equipment when reporting the appliance to enable the Health and Safety department to screen responses.
