Kanji Homework Instruction

You will submit the following 3 kanji tests every week:

‘Meaning’ test
‘Kana’ test
‘Kanji’ test

Download the test paper as instructed below: 

1. Click ‘Words’ in ‘Kanji’ in the homework column from ‘Weekly Lecture notes’.

Register yourself if it is your first time visiting this website and log in, and then click ‘Words’ again. 

From the second time, click ‘Words’ and log in, and then click ‘Words’ again.


2.  Click ‘Written Quiz’ in ‘QUIZ’ (Bottom left on the screen)
 
3. Choose ‘Kanji’ for ‘Question type’ and ‘Meaning’ for ‘Answer type’ then print it out.

4. Click ‘Show answer key’ and print it out. 

5. Repeat 3. And 4. for the following ‘Question type’ and ‘Answer type’.

Kanji Practice Guidance

				     Practise EVERY DAY.
The best way to learn kanji is to work little by little every day.  This way, you can build up your kanji knowledge slowly but surely.  There is no short cut for kanji learning process.  
Eg.	20 minutes a day -10 minutes for ‘Meaning’ and ‘Kana’ practice
				           10 minutes for ‘Writing’ practice

Of course, you may miss one or two days of practice a week for one reason or another, but do not stop your regular practice.

Using ‘Flash cards’ can be very effective.  They are handy to carry so you can use them anytime and anywhere. 

After practising kanji throughout the week, do your tests before the next lesson to sum up all your hard work.
