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Immigration Health Surcharge Loan Scheme 
– Guide for Applicants
What is the Immigration Health Surcharge?
When making your Tier 2 visa application, you (and any family members also applying for UK visas with you) will need to pay a health surcharge as part of your immigration application. The surcharge enables you to have access to the National Health Service (NHS) in England.
If you’re applying online or through the premium service centre, you’ll pay the surcharge as part of your application or when you book an appointment.  If you’re applying by post, you will need to pay the healthcare surcharge online before you send your application.
How do I find out how much I will have to pay?
You can find full details of how much you will need to pay for the health surcharge on the UK Government’s Visa and Immigration web pages (found at https://www.gov.uk/healthcare-immigration-application/how-much-pay). A calculator tool is available there to help you. 
Will the University of Warwick help me pay for the health surcharge?
If you need help with being able to pay the health surcharge so that you can take up a new University appointment or continue working in your existing role, there is a loan scheme available to assist you.  
You may request an interest-free loan from us to pay the health surcharge for you and any family members applying for visas with you. You will repay the loan over an agreed period (a maximum of 12 months). Repayments will be deducted automatically from your salary, starting in the first full month that you are paid after receiving the loan. 

Before you receive your loan, you will need to agree that you will repay it to us if you do not take up your new University appointment or if you stop working with us before the end of the repayment period.

How do I apply for a loan?
